   “Just one more!”  Those three words sum up the life of Marvin Wilson who went to be with 

the Lord on January 7, 2026 after 90 wonderful years of life. Marvin was one of a small group of 

men who founded Person to Person Ministries in 1967. Hillsboro Family Camp was first held on 

Marvin’s farm until property was purchased which is now called Restoration Acres, the home of 

Family Camp and Person to Person Ministries.  Marvin was a P2P Trustee for over 50 years, 

serving as Chairman for over 40 years. 

  He was an extremely successful businessman who founded Wilson National, an auction       

and real estate company in Hillsboro. While he loved working and serving the people of his  

community, that was not his purpose; his work paid the bills and allowed him to pursue his true 

purpose in life which was sharing his faith in Jesus Christ. 

  Marvin did that through preaching, teaching, even “cold calling” where he would knock on 

doors and ask people if he could talk to them about the Lord.  Only God knows how many    

people Marvin won to the Lord.  “Just one more” he would say, with a gleam in his eye!  Even 

as his strength faded in his final months, he led at least one of his care-givers to Jesus, calling upon his dear friend and local 

preacher Tom Stoops to baptize her. Tom shared at Marvin’s celebration of life service 

that as he would leave Marvin’s home near the end of his life, Marvin would hold up one 

finger and say “Just one more!”  

  Marvin’s family shares that while Marvin lay unconscious in his final days, he would raise 

his hand and point a finger toward heaven. They wondered if his mind was remembering 

his auctioneering days but now they believe that he was raising that finger to say “Just 

one more!” 

  May we as Christians follow Marvin’s example of seeing ourselves as ambassadors for 

Christ whose life goal is to win “just one more” for Jesus.  Our churches could literally 

double in size if each Christian won at least one person to the Lord.  We know there are 

many small struggling churches who wonder what they can do to keep the doors open but 

if every Christian would simply do what Marvin did, a great revival could sweep through 

our churches and even our land.   

  Much could be said about Marvin Wilson.  Person to Person Ministries was blessed by his 

life and passion.  Words cannot express the gratitude we feel for the vision, prayers, 

work, support and leadership that Marvin Wilson provided at P2P. Our Mission is to “Assist 

the Church in Building Disciples” yet that should be the mission of every Christian. May 

each of us get busy fulfilling that mission, as Marvin did, as we win “JUST ONE MORE!” Marvin at the site of the original             
Family Camp
